LAODICEA

* Important and wealthy city

* Significant Jewish population

* Centre for Caesar worship

* Temple of worship for Asklepios (the healing god)

* Famous medical school attached to the temple of Asklepios
* Known for 3 reasons: wealth, clothing and medicine
